� Regional planning guidance note (RPG 10)  

� Local authorities should support and encourage regional 

targets of 20% CO2 emissions reductions by 2010

� Regional renewable energy strategy for the south west 

� Sub regional targets - 75 MW new renewable electricity 

generation capacity in Somerset by 2010

Major Impacts of Climate Change on

Increased frequency and intensity of  storm

Increased winter precipitation
