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Why address Climate Change (2)

Avoiding the threats
Changes to weather patterns, severe weather (costs UK £1BN pa) 
2003 Summer across Europe 35,000 deaths
Lloyds losses on hurricanes Katrina, Rita and Wilma increased 
to £2.9bn - £1bn more than 9/11

Impact on health

Increased insurance risk (£700M flood claims in Autumn 2000)
